4-Day Morning Preschool

Days: Monday-Thursday Time: 7:45 a.m.-10:45 a.m.
Age Group: 3 & 4 years of age by May 1, 2026 Yearly Tuition: $2,700
Extended Care is NOT available for this class.

This class offers play-based learning experiences that foster social skills, emotional regulation, friendship,
problem solving, emergent literacy, and other pre-academic and kindergarten readiness skills. Students
practice cooperation, sharing, and discipleship in a Catholic, faith-based environment. Depending on their
birthday and school readiness, students in this class will move on to kindergarten or remain in preschool
the following school year.

Days: Monday-Thursday Time: 11:30 a.m.-2:30 p.m.
Age Group: 4 & 5 years of age by August 1, 2026 Yearly Tuition: $2,700
Extended Care is NOT available for this class.

This class continues our developmentally appropriate, play-based learning and builds upon existing pre-
academic skills. We dive deeper into kindergarten readiness skills such as writing, literacy, science, and
mathematical concepts. This class fosters friendship, discipleship, cooperation, and emotional growth in a
Catholic, faith-based environment. Students enrolled in this class will move on to kindergarten or return
to preschool the following school year, depending on their readiness.

Preschool Class Options

Days: Monday-Friday Age Group: 3 - 5 years of age by May 1, 2026
Class Time: 7:45 a.m.-10:45 a.m. Extended Care Time: 10:45 a.m.-3:30 p.m.
Extended Care is available for this class only. Tuition: $3,400 Extended Care Fee: $35/day

This class incorporates elements of play-based learning experiences and kindergarten readiness, as with
our other preschool classes, depending on the age and needs of the individual child. Students enrolled in
this class will move on to kindergarten or return to preschool the following school year, depending on
their age and readiness. Extended Care: when this class dismisses at 10:45 a.m., students who are
registered for Extended Care remain in the preschool classroom. The children eat lunch packed from
home, rest on a cot for at least 1 hour (as required by State licensing), have a snack, and engage in free
play. Non-nappers may rest quietly with a book or a small toy.

Important:

Parents who wish to use Extended Care (PSEC) must pre-register for up to

5 days per week of PSEC; this constitutes the child's regular PSEC schedule.
Parents are charged for their registered PSEC days whether or not the
child attends PSEC on a registered day or leaves before 3:30 p.m. This policy
ensures adequate staffing and the financial health of our PSEC program.
Children must be picked up by 3:30 p.m. each day.
